What are floods?

Flooding can happen anywhere and at
anytime. Floods can be caused by natural
elements such as severe weather, or
structural failures such as a levee or dam
breach.

Due to the variety of sources that can cause
flooding, the speed it can develop varies as
well. The most dangerous type, flash floods,
can occur very quickly. So it is important to
make a plan and prepare ahead of time to
keep you and your family safe.

Do we heed to worry about flooding
in the county?

Yes! Mid-Missouri has a history of dealing
with flooding events, and will continue to do
so in the future.

The Great Flood of 1993 tested our resilience
as a community. With a combination of
oversaturated soil and severe weather, the
Missouri river flooded the region multiple
times over a five month period.

This flooding event was one of the worst
floods on record in United States history.
Financial losses totaled over $37 billion
when adjusted for today’s rates, with an
incalculable loss to the environment and
human suffering.

In just 4 easy steps, you can become Boone Ready for whatever hazard we face in
the future.

Step 1: Be Informed

e Sign up for Boone County Ready
Alerts to receive notifications and
emergency alerts from our office.
You can do this at
http://bcoem.info/49hYW17

e Listen to the National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Administration
(NOAA) weather radio, local news
station, and emergency
notifications for the latest severe
weather advisories.

e Review your flood risk.

Step 2: Make A Plan

e Designate your severe weather safe
place.

e Know your primary and alternate
evacuation route.

e Tailor your plan based off of your life
situation.
