Boone County Commission Minutes 23 March 1999

The meeting was called to order by the Presiding Commissioner at 9:30am.
Subj ect: Southern Boone County Wastewater Needs Assessment

Commissioner Stamper stated that Chad Sayer and Tom Ratermann had given a presentation on
this subject at the Boone County Regional Sewer District Board meeting. He stated that this
presentation represented the final draft work on the Boone County southern initiative.

Tom Ratermann stated that the Southern Boone County Needs Assessment for a wastewater
facility plan was commissioned jointly by the Boone County Commission, Boone County Regional
Sewer District, and the City of Ashland. He stated that the budget for the report was $10,000 of
which 80% came from the County, 10% from the sewer district, and 10% from Ashland. He
stated that the purpose of the needs assessment was to determine if there was a need for a
regional wastewater treatment facility in southern Boone County. He stated that they had
concluded that there was a need for the facility.

Tom Ratermann stated that to actually site afacility would be an extensive process and the budget
for further study (for an actual facility plan) would cost nearly $150,000. He stated that this
report had been presented to the Hartsburg City Council, Ashland City Council, the Sewer
District Board of Trustees and was being presented to the Boone County Commission at this
meeting. Tom Ratermann gave Chad Sayer the floor for the remainder of the presentation.

Chad Sayer, Allstate Consultants stated that a long-term study needed to be performed on the
wastewater needs of southern Boone County. He stated that one of the first things that they
found out during the needs assessment was that a wastewater facility could be tributary or an
efficient location for the City of Ashland and the airport. He stated that those locations would be
the two biggest areas of development in the County. He stated that al of thisinformation was
depicted on the maps (that he was presenting). He stated that the map demonstrated the shaded
relief and the percent grade.

Chad Sayer stated that they had started the process of evaluating possible sites. He stated that
they had evaluated two sites in some of the more agriculturally developed areas. He stated that
one possible site was eliminated due to economic reasons and the impact on natural resources.
He stated that he and Tom Ratermann had spoken with some farmersin the area, and they had
come up with the idea to have a discharge in the river flood plains (at various possible sites). He
stated that they would be able to look at a number of locations along the river flood plain and not
increase the scope of the environmental impact.

Chad Sayer stated that there was need for further study (for a wastewater facility) in the area of
Ashland, the airport, etc due to the 150% growth rate that this area had experienced. He stated
that he felt the time was right to proceed with a project like this. He stated that this project
should to take into consideration what was realistic as far asland use and survey the opinions of
Stan Shawver and Thad Y onke in the Planning and Building Inspection.

Commissioner Miller asked if the Lake Champetra area was included in this analysis.
Chad Sayer stated that it was not.
Commissioner Miller stated that she felt that this was an area that had really suffered because of

the on-site systems and the lake. She stated that she felt that the Lake Champetra area should be
evaluated within this plan.
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Chad Sayer stated this area would be discussed.

Commissioner Stamper asked if this areawas on an individual collection system.
Commissioner Miller stated that it was.

Commissioner Vogt asked how many lots were in the Lake Champetra area.
Commissioner Stamper stated that there were about 20-25 lots.

Tom Ratermann stated that a facility plan required looking at or identifying the neighborhoods
that were located on on-site systems and planning for servicing them at some point. He stated
that there were probably other pockets of population (that needed this service) that would be
discovered through further study.

Chad Sayer stated that Dr. Selvers was going to compile a very comprehensive list of what they
had on record of on-site systems. He stated that they would formulate a database on soil analysis
and of whether systems were operating properly.

Commissioner Stamper welcomed former Boone County Commissioner David Horner.
David Horner asked if Gans Rd would be included in this study.

Tom Ratermann stated that the Boone County Regional Sewer District was conducting a separate
study that was looking at the Prairie Meadows facility. He stated that there were many residents
that could be serviced in thisarea. He stated that the Boone County Regiona Sewer District had
received arate increase for a capital improvements program for afacility in Prairie Meadows area.
He stated that they had considered replacing the facility with a pumping station or putting a
treatment facility in the area

Commissioner Stamper stated that they had drawn aline on the study for everything south of the
AB line.

Chad Sayer stated that there was a potentia in the Prairie Meadows area and a possibility that a
facility (across from Hwy 63) and a treatment facility would be taken out of service. He stated
that perhaps in three or four years something would be done with this area.

Commissioner Stamper asked if the industrial tract was evaluating interconnection to the city of
Columbia.

Chad Sayer stated that this was correct.

Commissioner Stamper posed the question to Chad Sayer and Tom Ratermann as to what the
next step in the process would be.

Tom Ratermann stated that the next step would be to distribute this report to Senator Jacob,
Representative Graham, the Director of the Department of Natural Resources, and the Director of
Department of Economic Development. He stated that there was a letter signed by the Presiding
Commissioner and the manager of the Regional Sewer District (pending signature of the mayor of
the city of Ashland) transmitting the report to the four above named entities, seeking funding from
them for afull wastewater facility plan. He stated that they would also be trying to schedule a
meeting to discuss some of the issues involved.

Tom Ratermann stated that Bob Alderson had also expressed interest in transmitting the report to
the city of Columbia since the city already had atreatment facility at the airport. He stated that he
and Chad Sayer had also received a response from the Department of Agriculture, Rural
Development. He stated that the report needed to be transported to the State Director of Rural
Development.

Commissioner Stamper stated that the County needed to look at ways to engage outside sources
of funding for the $150,000 study.
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Chad Sayer stated that for the study and the project, there were alot of extraordinary
requirements placed on the taxpayers in the area due to the natural resources that surround it. He
stated that he felt that it was appropriate to get the special appropriations from these
environmental groups.

A copy of the map was given to the Commission to be placed in the Commission Office.

Commissioner VVogt stated that she was not aware that there was any federal funding available for
projects of this nature.

Chad Sayer stated that through the Department of Agriculture, he had been involved in projects
that went to a national funding pool. He stated that this project was aso being considered for
appropriations at the State level. He stated that he felt that if State participation could be shown
in the project, then perhaps they could go to the federal level and seek assistance.

Commissioner Stamper extended the offer that if the Boone County Sewer District would like
then the Commission would try to schedule a lunch with the appropriate representatives to discuss
theissue. He stated that they needed to be aggressive about this issue and find out the things that
those various groups/individuals could be of assistance with.

Chad Sayer stated that the University of MO had shown great interest in this project aswell. He
stated that the Dean of Engineering had indicated to Representative Graham that he wanted to be
on board as a consultant or as a specia consultant. He stated that the University of MO had
indicated that they had a vested interest in this project.

Commissioner Stamper thanked Tom Ratermann and Chad Sayer for their report.

Subject: Award Bids

Beckie Jackson stated that Boone County currently had an agreement with Como Tires to supply
tires in the above named bid number.

Commissioner Reports

Commissioner Stamper

Commissioner Stamper reported that he would like to ask Frank Abart to proceed with abid on a
wind row machine with the approval of the Commission.

Commissioner Vogt stated that she had interest in awind row machine. She stated that |eftover
residual was one of the largest complaints that she received.

Commissioner Stamper stated that he also wanted to set up a meeting with the land trust
representatives in order to discuss their financing packages.

Commissioner Stamper reported that the Sidewalk/Johnson Bldg project was 99% complete.
He stated that a sewer line was discovered (and repaired) during the project. He stated that
Chuck Nichols would take the money for this out of his Facilities Maintenance funds.

Commissioner Stamper reported that there had been an active discussion at the Boone County
Regional Sewer District Board meeting on a proposal by the Consolidated Water District to have
the BRSDB to participate in some of Consolidated Water District’s GIS activities. He stated that
he raised a significant concern about that undermining Boone County’s GIS initiatives.

Commissioner Stamper stated that he was voted down on this subject. However he stated that
the GIS person (for the County) might want to meet with Tom Schauwecker and othersto
examine what effect any individua relationships with Water District would have on the County.

Commissioner Stamper reported that they received notice from Capital Cable that their line-up
channels would be changing effective April 15. He stated that they would be adding the WB
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network and Comedy Central (these channels would be replacing CourtTV and Viewer’s Choice
2). He stated that it was also their intent to increase their new basic service price by $1.50 per
month effective June 1, 1999.

Commissioner Stamper reported that the Boone County Regional Sewer District had recently
taken responsibility for the City of Rocheport’s pumping station and sewer activity.

Commissioner Vogt

Commissioner Vogt stated that she received a call from Karl South, Mayor of Hallsville. She
stated that he would like the County Commission to write aletter in support of the Hallsville
Sewer project.

Commissioner Vogt reported that the Boone County Health Report Card Breakfast (where the
grades would be handed out) would be held on April 13, 1999 at 7:15am.

Commissioner Miller

Commissioner Miller reported that the Regional Planning Commission reorgani zation meeting
was held at 8:00pm (on the previous evening). She stated that there were about 25 peoplein
attendance and every County was represented. She stated that they put together an interim board
of directors. She stated that she was the vice-chair of the board and Bob Jones, Presiding
Commissioner of Cole County was the chair. She stated that they had taken a representative from
each of the counties and cities present to help update the by-laws.

Commissioner Vogt asked which cities from Boone County were represented.

Commissioner Miller stated that Hallsville, Ashland, and Columbia were represented.

Commissioner Miller stated that larger cities (part of an economic development zone) would
receive 80% instead of 40% in federal monies and 20% in local funds.

Commissioner Miller reported that Mayor Helms asked her to meet with him later in the week.
She stated that he needed to know if his city had received all of its grant funds.

Bill PAlmer asked Commissioner Vogt to give him acall.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:20am.
