LizPalazzolo read the following memo

Amendment #l to contract R-BB-19002 for Facilities Management Products and

Solutions with the Cintas Corporation that was awarded April 30,2020

(Commission Order 204-2A2q is being amended to add additional terms.

This amendment adds the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)

requirements to the County's contract for federal assistance procurements. This

will allow Boone County to receive reimbursement by FEMA for procurements

related to the COVID-19 Emergency Declaration.
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All other terms, conditions and prices of the original agreement remain

unchanged.

4. First Reading; Agreement for Purchase of Services: Increasing Provider

Confidence in Addressing Perinatal Distress; City of Columbia

Joanne Nelson explained this was a request for $20,000 to utilize training for Postpartum

Support International training for 75 providers, with scholarships for 35 individuals.

Commissioner Thompson asked to whom the training would be given.
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Nelson said the training for this has actually already been completed in April, and the

County is just now receiving it because Community Services was waiting on signatures from

other parties, but it would be for social workers, nurses, physicians, mental health providers,

anyone who would likely come into contact with those who would need that kind of support

and the training does lead to certiflrcation. They are still waiting on final numbers on how

many attended this training.

Commissioner Thompson asked if there was reporting that would help better determine in

the future what type of professionals are most involved.

Nelson said that would be part of the reporting, but she is not exactly sure and could get

more information on that.

Commissioner Parry asked if the Board should create guidelines for requests for funding that

require a specific timeline so that better planning for these types of things could be done.

Nelson expressed that she had wished this contract had been received in a timelier manner

and agreed that some guidelines would be a good idea. Having a quicker turnaround on

these contracts would be ideal and there does need to be a better way to track them.

There were no more comments or questions from the Commission.

Commissioner Atwill opened the public hearing

There was no one present from the public to speak on this item.

Commissioner Atwill closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Thompson said she continues to believe that the Community Health Fund is

not the correct fund for this money to come from.

Commissioner Parry said one of the things that is required as part of this is that funds are

dedicated to training nurses. There will be more applications for funding later down the road

that will be more appropriate for the Economic Development Fund. The County needs to

invest in nursing.

Commissioner Thompson said there is already nursing training at MACC. It is important to

think about how having another nursing program in Ashland will affect the programs

already in place.

Commissioner Parry said he understands that concern, but his understanding is that the

program at Columbia College is full, although he does not know about the program at

MACC. He knows there is a tremendous shortage of nurses.

Commissioner Atwill said it is his understanding that this funding is contingent upon

Ashland receiving the 7-million-dollar grant from the federal government.

Commissioner Parry said that is correct. This is just part of the match needed

Joanne Nelson explained that all but two board members were present during the discussion

for this and all present did vote in favor of providing this funding.
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Commissioner A¡will wanted to clarify that at this point, this was only an order to create the

budget for this, not to provide the funds.

Commissioner Parry said that is correct. Funds will not be asked for until the grant from the

federal government has been received.

There were no more comments or questions from the Commission.

7. First Reading; Authorization of the execution and delivery of a Speciat \ilarranty

Deed relating to the CMEC property

CJ Dykhouse explained this was related to the contract for sale of real estate that was

approved in Commission Order 142-2020. Once the execution of the Special Warranty Deed

is complete, Dykhouse will deliver the deed at the real estate closing on June 15th.

There were no comments or questions from the Commission.

Commissioner Atwill stated this is a first reading and requested the Deputy County Clerk to

schedule this item for a second reading at the next available commission meeting with

appropriate order for approval.

8. First Reading; Authorization of the reversion of pubtic roads to private drives at

the CMEC property

CJ Dykhouse explained that, back in 2010, there were roads out at the CMEC property that

were converted to public roads with the provision that, if the Commission thought at some

point the roads no longer needed to be public, they could be converted back to private

drives. This order will revert those public roads back to private internal drives consistent

with the County's contractual representations and obligations with the City of Columbia.

Commissioner Parry asked what will become of the Regional Recreational District there
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once these transactions are complete.

Dykhouse said, per the City's instructions, for now it will be left in place. The County has

been operating under an exception in the statutes that allows for the County Commission to

in direct the funding olthe RRD in lieu of a board since the beginning of the RRD, but that

will no longer be the case once the property is transferred to the City. Dykhouse believes the

RRD Board consists of 7 or 8 people who are appointed by the Presiding Commissioner

with the assistance of the other Commissioners.

Commissioner Parry asked if there was a balance in a fund for this on a County ledger

Dykhouse said he believes there are funds that were remitted by the Department of Revenue

for sales tax revenue generated in the RRD. The Auditor's Office would have the most

information on that since they track that. Again, moving forward with the transfer of the

property, the appropriation authority of those funds will be changed from the Commission to

the board the Commission will ultimately appoint.

There were no more comments or questions from the Commission

Commissioner Atwill stated this is a first reading and requested the Deputy County Clerk to

schedule this item for a second reading at the next available commission meeting with

appropriate order for approval.
