The meeting was called to order at 1:30pm and roll call was taken.

Health Department

1. First Reading: Nuisance Abatement - Parcel #ll-606-14-01-088.00 01

1.
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Environmental Public Health Specialist Emma Haenchen stated the initial complaint was
received March 13,2023, with the initial inspection being conducted the next day. Ms.
Haenchen stated, on March 15,2023, a notice of violation was sent to the owner and was
returned signed by the owner on March I8,2023. Ms. Haenchen stated, on May 15,2023, a re-
inspection was done in which the violation was still present.

Commissioner Kendrick stated this is a first reading and requested the Deputy
County Clerk schedule this item for a second reading at the next available
commission meeting with appropriate order for approval.

2. Second Reading: Nuisance Abatement - Parcel #12-417-19-01-039.00 01 - First
Read 06.01.23

Commissioner Aldred moved now on this 8th day of June 2023, the County Commission of
Boone County, Missouri, met in regular session and entered the following findings of fact,
conclusions of law, and order for abatement of nuisance:

Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law
The County Commission finds as fact and concludes as a matter of law the
following:
1- The Boone County Code of Health Regulations (the o'Code") are officially noticed
and are made apart of the record in this proceeding.
2.The City of Columbia/Boone County Health Department administrative record is
made apart of the record in this proceeding and incorporated herein by reference.
In addition, any live testimony of the official(s) of the department and other
interested persons are made apart of the record in this proceeding.
3. A public nuisance exists described as follows: trash, rubbish, junk.
4. The location of the public nuisance is as follows: 1603 E Tower Dr., Columbia, MO,
alVaparcel# 12-417-19-01-039.00 01., Gas Light Acres Blk 2 Lot 17, Section 19,

Township 49, Range 12 as shown by deed book 5624 page 0044, Boone County.
5. The specific violation of the Code is: trash, rubbish, and junk in violation of section
6.3 and 6.5 of the Code. The property does not have evidence of running water.
6. The Health Director's designated Health Official made the above determination of
the existence of the public nuisance at the above location. Notice of that
determination and the requirement for abatement was given in accordance with
section 6.10.1 of the Code on the 07 day of March2023, to the property owner.
7 , The above described public nuisance was not abated. As required by section
6.10.2 of the Code, the property owner and lien holder were given notice of the
hearing conducted this date before the Boone County Commission for an order to
abate the above nuisance at government expense with the cost and expense
thereof to be charged against the above described property as a special tax bill
and added to the real estate taxes for said property for the current year.

8. No credible evidence has been presented at the hearing to demonstrate that no
public nuisance exists or that abatement has been performed or is unnecessary;

accordingly, in accordance with section 6,I0.2 of the Code and section 67.402,

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RSMo, the County Commission finds and determines from the credible evidence
presented that apublic nuisance exists at the above location which requires
abatement and that the parties responsible for abating such nuisance have failed
to do so as required by the Health Director or Official's original order referred to
above.

Order For Abatement Chargeable As a Special Assessment To The Property
Based upon the foregoing, the County Commission hereby orders abatement of
the above described public nuisance at public expense and the Health Director is hereby
authorized and directed to carry out this order.
It is further ordered and directed that the Health Director submit a bill for the cost

and expense of abatement to the County Clerk for attachment to this order and that the
County Clerk submit a certified copy of this order and such bill to the County Collector for
inclusion as a special assessment on the real property tax bill for the above described
property for the current year in accordance with section 67 .402, RSMo.

Resource Management

3. First Reading: Budget Amendment - Dept 2142 - Roll PY Remaining Grant Budget

Budget Administrator Kelle Westcott stated this budget amendment is for the MDA grant their
department received at the end of last year for water samples. Ms. Westcott stated this budget

amendment is to account for the revenue they will receive inFY2023, as well as the
reimbursable expense for the County. Ms. Westcott stated the remaining expenses are already

on a2022 purchase order so there is no need to add them to the 2023 budget.

Commissioner Kendrick stated this is a first reading and requested the Deputy
County Clerk schedule this item for a second reading at the next available
commission meeting with appropriate order for approval.

4. First Reading: Recommendation for No Parking sign placement on Bonne Femme
Church Road near the Shooting Star Trailhead driveway

Chief Engineer Jeff McCann stated he has contacted Road & Bridge Director Greg Edington
because he has received several calls from residents trying to use the road where people are

parking on the inside of the road. Mr. McCann stated the situation is made wotse by the amount

of traffic detouring through that road because of the Hwy. 163 bridge being closed, but there

have been a few calls over the years about this area. Mr. McCann stated the curve is not a 90-

degree angle, but it is tight and there is quite a bit of tree cover there. Mr. McCann stated it is
hard to see around the curve and, when cars are parked there, it makes it that much harder. Mr'
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McCann stated they have suggested three no parking signs on the inside of the curve directly
across from the parking lot entrance.

Commissioner Kendrick stated this is a first reading and requested the Deputy
County Clerk schedule this item for a second reading at the next available
commission meeting with appropriate order for approval.

experience relevant to the position. Director V/ehmeyer stated there is no department inequity
issues and no budget impact due to vacant positions. Director V/ehmeyer stated there is one

other Admin Tech in the County, but the job duties are vastly different in the mail services

department. Director W'ehmeyer stated she is comfortable recommending this candidate be hired
above the flexible hiring range.
